To control annual weeds and grasses including foxtail, ryegrass,
wild oats, crabgrass, cheatgrass, broomsedge, ragweed, lambs-
quarter and turkey mullein, apply 1 can per 65-128 sq. ft. For other
hard-to-kill perennial weeds and grasses, such as Johnsongrass,
saltgrass, bouncing bet, bracken fern and horsetail, apply 1 can
per 65 sq. ft.
